Day 1

Wednesday, November 10, 2010 - Anglican Cathedral, Zamelek (a few steps from the Marriott Hotel)
The class starts at noon with a little concert by Peter. After the lunch break the teaching starts. At 8
p.m. there will be a concert by Peter. Because the type of the organ, a baroque program is planned.
Day 2

Thursday, November 11, 2011 - Basilica of Heliopolis.

The class starts at 10.30 a.m., and will finish around 6 p.m. This day more romantic organ music will
be played. Afterwards, of course, a common dinner can be taken.

There is also a Day 3: the inauguration concert of the restored organ of the Basilica, at 8 p.m. All mas-
terclass participants are welcome to that concert, and the drink in the garden of the presbytery after
the concert by Peter Van de Velde.

Additional information about the Master, the Music and the Churches & Organs

The Master, Peter Van de Velde

Peter Van de Velde (°1972) started his organ studies by himself at the age of nine. At the age of twelve he became organist
at the local church in the little Flemish village of Doel. He received his first musical tuition at the Antwerp Academy of Fine
Arts. He was awarded first prize for music notation and concluded his organ studies at the Academy with highest honours.
He went on to pursue his studies at the Royal Antwerp Conservatory of Music where he won several first prizes in addition
to other comparable awards. In 1996, as last pupil of Stanislas Deriemaeker, his studies at the Conservatory earned him a
Masters degree. During the course of his studies, and also thereafter, he followed various master classes for the organ, im-
provisation and performance technique with a.o. Louis Thiry, Dr. Hans van Nieuwkoop, Dr. Naji Hakim and Wayne Marshall.
Since early 2002, in his capacity as Titular-organist of Antwerp Cathedral, the largest Gothic cathedral in the low countries,
he plays on both the romantic Schyven-organ (1891) and the classical Metzler-organ (1993). He also holds the position of
organist at the church of Saint Michael in Antwerp. He is also the artistic adviser of several organ committee’s in and around
Antwerp.



His latest concert tours brought him to places such as France (Paris, St.-Rémy-de Provence, Dijon), Germany (Wurz-
burg, Wiesbaden, Merseburg, Passau, Halle, Hamburg), Ireland (Tullamore, Dublin), Poland (Warsaw), Norway (Bergen,
Trondheim), Scotland (Aberdeen), England (York Minster), Japan (Kobe, Osaka), Russia and Holland (Amsterdam, Breda,
Katwijk, Middelburg, Zaltbommel). He is also much in demand for accompanying choirs and instrumental and vocal soloists
and plays regularly with different orchestras in performing organ concerto’s (Bach, Handel, Hakim, Poulenc...)

He has a very wide repertoire ranging from early baroque to contemporary composers such as Naji Hakim from who he
gave Belgian premieres of several pieces (Sonata for trumpet and organ, Third organ concerto, Bach’orama, The Last
Judgement) and world-premiere recordings (Agape). He also specializes in performing music of the 19th and 20th century
from his native country with composers like Edgar Tinel, Joseph Jongen, Paul de Maleingreau, Flor Peeters and Guy Weitz.
In 2004 he has recorded his first solo CD on the Schyven-organ of Antwerp cathedral and in 2006 he recorded 2 SACD’s
with the symphonic organ works of the Belgian composer Paul de Maleingreau for the german label AEOLUS. His latest
recording consists of Bach-transcriptions, recorded on both organs in Antwerp cathedral. All of his recordings were praised
in international reviews (L'Orgue (F), Orgelkunst (B), Orgelnieuws (NL), WDR (D), KLARA (B), Orgelvriend (NL), Diapason
(F))-

The Music

All kinds of music can used to learn specific organ techniques. Those who whish so, can study in advance music from J.S.
Bach’s “Klavierbuchlein fiir Anna-Magdalena Bach”, or “Acht kleine Paeludien und Fugen” from the same composer. The
second day 19th and 20th century music is more suite for the Heliopolis instrument..

The Organs

1. All Saints Anglican Cathedral, Zamalek, Cairo

This church is a modern building, and the two manual tracker organ has the 19th century name of Bevington and Sons, Lon-
don, but most parts seem to be much more recent. Probably the instrument was rebuild when it was moved to this building
some 25 years ago. Now it can be considered as a neo-baroque instrument. The touché is good, the sound and the acous-
tics excellent for baroque music, even some of the greater Bach works. We, the volunteer organ builders from the Ktesibios
Foundation will tune the organ before the Masterclass starts.

2. The Basilica of Heliopolis

This church is 100 years old, the organ was installed by a Belgian organ builder in 1913. The key action is tracker, the
windchests are pneumatic “kegelladen”. The instrument was repaired in 2009-2010 by volunteers of the Ktesibios Founda-
tion. This organ is best suited for Romantic organ music.
